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2. Check either side of the vehicles rocker panel, locate the factory holes in the rocker panel by removing the tape. If your 

vehicle has threaded holes as shown in Figure 1, do not use the provided M8 Rivcerts (10).  

3. If threaded holes are not present use (1) M8 rivcerts (item 10) and insert one into the either hex hole. Insert the M10 Bolt / 

M8 Nut Plate (not used for driver front bracket) as shown. See Figure 2.   

Note: See Figure 3 for instructions on how to properly install the M8 rivcert using the mounting bracket. 

4. Proceed to install the driver front mounting bracket (Item 3) onto the rocker panel by using (2) M8 hex cap screws, (2) M8 

lock washers, (2) M8 flat washers. For the pinch weld, attach bracket (item 3) by using the provided black zinc M6 hard-

ware.  

Note: Drilling of two 1/4” holes might be necessary on pinch weld if factory holes are not present. Before drilling place mask-

ing tape on drill surface to prevent paint chipping.) See Figure 4.

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5. Loosely secure driver side center and rear mounting brackets (5-8) to the rocker panel in the center and rear mounting loca-

tions by using (2) Long M8 Hex bolts, (2) M8 Lock Washers, (2) M8 Flat washers, (1) M10 flat washer, (1) M10 lock 

washer, and (1) M10 Hex nut.  Leave everything loose at this time. See Figure 5.  

Note: Passenger front bracket installs similarly.

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6. Once all brackets are loosely installed, place the running board on top of the brackets and use the supplied short M10 bolts 

and M10 hardware to bolt the step bar to the brackets. Figures 8 & 9. 

7. After both the driver and passenger side boards are mounted and aligned to desired position, torque and tighten all: M8 to 

20 ft-lbs, and M10 to 38 ft-lbs.
